DENVER CITY WIDE MARCHING BAND
PARENTS CORPORATION

BY-LAWS
PREAMBLE

The purpose of the Denver City Wide Band Parent Corporation is to provide financial and other support to the Denver City
Wide Marching Band, as stated in the Articles of Incorporation, Article I11.

ARTICLE 1

FFICERS

Section 1. Executive Officers:
The Executive Officers of the corporation shall be a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Bingo

Treasurer. The President and all other officers shall serve at the pleasure of the Denver City Wide Band Parents
Corporation (herein after referred to as the Corporation). Article IT Section 1c defines who comprises the
Corporation, The Executive Officers shall be members in good standing of the Corporation, and they shall take
office immediately after election. Spouses shall not hold or be appointed as sharing members of the Executive
Board during the same term of office. All nominated and appointed positions shall have incorporated herein a
description of tasks required. These task descriptions shall be approved by quorum, and contain the signature of
the Executive Board. Parents whom have been active members of the Corporation for at least one (1) year shall fill
the positions of the Executive Board. Delegation of authority and order of precedence shall be established by the
President, and Board approved. Removal of an Executive Officer from office shall only be by a majority vote
of the Board.

Section 2, The President:
Subject to the direction of the Board, the President shall be the chief executive of the Corporation, and shall
perform such other duties as from time to time may be assigned by the Board. The President shall be ex-officio a
member of all committees. The President will be permitted expenditure not to exceed $100.00 without prior vote
approval by the Board.

Section 3. The Vice President:
The Vice President shall have such power and perform such duties as may be assigned or delegated to him/her by

the Board or the President.

Section 4. The Secretary:
The Secretary shall keep the minutes of all proceedings of the Board and all commiftees and the minutes of the

member’s meetings in books provided for that purpose; he/she shall have custody of the corporate seal and such
books and papers as the Board may direct, and he/she shall in general perform all duties incidental to the office of
the Secretary, and he/she shall also perform such duties as may be assigned to him/her by the President or the
board.

Section 5. The Treasurer;
The Treasurer shall have the custody of all the receipts, disbursements, funds, and securities of the corporation
and shall perform all duties incidental to the office of Treasurer, subject to the control of the Board and the
President. He/she shall perform such other duties as may from time to time be assigned to him/her by the Board
or the President. If required by the Board, he/she shall give a bond for the faithful discharge of his duties in such

sum as the Board may require,
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Section 6. The BINGO Treasurer:
The BINGO Treasurer shall have the custody of all the receipts of the BINGO fundraising activities and shall

perform duties incidental to the office of BINGO treasurer subject to the control of said receipts, and final control
of the Board and the President. All BINGO activities are also to be regulated and controlled by the Colorado
State Gaming Commission,

Section 7. Subordinate Officers:
The President, with the approval of the Board, may appoint such officers and committee chairpersons as may be
deemed necessary, and who shall hold office at the pleasure of the President and who shall have such authority

and to perform said duties as may be prescribed.

ARTICLE II

BUSINESS OF THE CORPORATION

Section 1. Number of Members:
(a) The business and affairs of this Corporation shall be managed by an Executive Board.

(b) The five Executive Officers (President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Bingo Treasurer) shall be
elected at the annual meeting, as defined in Article III, Section 3 herein.

(c) The Corporation shall be comprised of all Executive Officers and Subordinate Officers, as defined in Article
L, herein, and any parent or legal guardian of a current member of the DCMB.

Section 2. Regular Meetings:
The Corporation shall meet for the transaction of business as may be designated from meeting to meeting.

Section 3. Special Meeting;
Any three Executive Board members may call special meetings.

Section 4. Quorum:

Five Corporation members shall constitute a quorum. At any Corporation meeting at which there is quorum,
business conducted shall be the act of the Corporation, except as may be otherwise provided by law.

Section 5. Order of Business:
The Board may from time to time determine the order of business at its meeting.

Section 6, Chairman:
At all meetings of the Corporation, the President, or, in his absence, the Vice President, or in the absence of both,
a chairman chosen by the Executive Officers present shall preside. The presiding officer shall vote only in the
event of a tie,

Section 7, Annual Report:
The Executive Board, after the close of the fiscal year, shall submit to the members of the Corporation a report

as to the condition of the Corporation and its property, and shall submit also an account of the financial
transactions of the past year, Notification of the meeting wherein the report shall be made shall be provided
through the newsletter,

Section 8. Vacancies in the Executive Board:
Whenever a vacancy occurs in the membership of the Executive Board, The Execufive Board shall have the
power, by majority vote, to select a member of the Corporation to serve the un-expired term of the vacancy.
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
